PARTNERSHIP AGREEMENT

This Partnership Agreement (the "Agreement") is made by and between the undersigned Partners (collectively, the "Partners") who hereby agree to form a partnership pursuant to the laws of the United States of America, subject to the terms and conditions set forth herein.


1. Formation and Name

7. Profit and Loss Allocation
All profits and losses arising from the Partnership shall be allocated to the Partners in proportion to their respective ownership interests unless otherwise agreed in writing.

8. Management and Authority
Except as otherwise provided, all Partners shall participate equally in the management and control of the Partnership. No Partner shall have authority to bind the Partnership without the prior consent of the other Partners except as expressly authorized herein.
Decisions regarding the ordinary course of business may be made by a majority of the Partners. Decisions outside the ordinary course require unanimous consent.

9. Duties and Obligations
Each Partner agrees to devote such time, skill, and attention as reasonably necessary for the successful operation of the Partnership and to act in good faith and in the best interests of the Partnership at all times.

10. Banking
All funds of the Partnership shall be deposited in its name in such bank accounts as shall be designated by the Partners. Withdrawals shall require the signatures of at least ___ Partner(s):

11. Books and Records
Complete and accurate books, records, and accounts of the Partnership's business shall be kept at the principal place of business and shall be available for inspection and copying by any Partner at reasonable times.

12. Fiscal Year

13. Distributions
Distributions of cash or other assets shall be made to the Partners at such times and in such amounts as determined by unanimous consent, in accordance with their ownership interests, subject to applicable law and the Partnership’s financial condition.

14. Transfers of Interest
No Partner may sell, transfer, assign, pledge, or otherwise dispose of any part of their interest in the Partnership without the prior written consent of all other Partners. Any attempted transfer without such consent shall be void and ineffective.

15. Withdrawal and Dissociation
A Partner may withdraw from the Partnership upon providing at least ___ days written notice to the other Partners. Withdrawal shall not relieve the withdrawing Partner of any obligations or liabilities incurred prior to withdrawal. The Partnership shall continue subject to the remaining Partners' consent unless otherwise agreed.

16. Dissolution and Winding Up
The Partnership shall be dissolved upon the occurrence of any of the following events:
- Unanimous written agreement of the Partners;
- Entry of a decree of judicial dissolution pursuant to applicable law;
- Other events as agreed in writing by the Partners.
Upon dissolution, the Partnership shall wind up its affairs, pay or provide for liabilities, and distribute remaining assets to the Partners in accordance with their ownership interests.

17. Confidentiality
Each Partner agrees to keep confidential all non-public information relating to the Partnership's business and affairs and to use such information solely for the benefit of the Partnership.

18. Indemnification
The Partnership shall indemnify and hold harmless each Partner from and against any and all claims, liabilities, losses, damages, or expenses arising from the Partnership business, except for liability resulting from gross negligence, willful misconduct, or breach of this Agreement.

19. Dispute Resolution
Any disputes arising from or relating to this Agreement shall be resolved first through good faith negotiations between the Partners. If unresolved, disputes shall be submitted to mediation before a mutually agreed mediator. If mediation fails, disputes shall be finally resolved by binding arbitration under the rules of the American Arbitration Association, held in the state where the principal place of business is located.

20. Governing Law
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the United States of America and the state of ____________________, without regard to conflicts of law principles.

21. Amendments
This Agreement may only be amended or modified by a written instrument signed by all Partners.

22. Entire Agreement
This Agreement constitutes the entire understanding among the Partners with respect to the Partnership and supersedes all prior agreements, whether written or oral.

23. Severability
If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall remain in full force and effect and shall be construed so as to best effectuate the original intent of the Partners.
