WHEREAS, the Principal manufactures and/or sells certain products or services as described below;

NOW, THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants and promises contained herein, the parties agree as follows:


1. Appointment
The Principal hereby appoints the Agent as its non-exclusive sales agent to solicit orders for the Principal’s products and/or services described as follows:

The Agent accepts such appointment and agrees to act in accordance with the terms of this Agreement.

2. Territory
The Agent shall promote sales in the following geographic area (the “Territory”):

The Agent shall not sell, solicit or promote the Principal’s products or services outside the Territory without prior written consent from the Principal.

3. Duties of Agent
The Agent agrees to:
- Use reasonable efforts to promote and sell the Principal’s products/services within the Territory;
- Conduct business in a lawful, ethical, and professional manner consistent with good business practices;
- Provide timely reports to the Principal regarding leads, sales, and market conditions;
- Comply with all applicable laws and regulations in the performance of its duties;
- Not make any binding offers or commitments on behalf of the Principal without prior written authorization.

4. Duties of Principal
The Principal agrees to:
- Provide the Agent with necessary product information, marketing materials, and reasonable support;
- Timely fulfill orders procured by the Agent in accordance with the Principal’s standard terms and conditions;
- Keep the Agent informed of any changes to product specifications, pricing, or policies that may affect sales;

5. Compensation and Commission
As compensation for the services rendered, the Agent shall be paid commissions as follows:
- Commission Rate: _______________% of the net sales value of all orders procured by the Agent and accepted by the Principal.

The Agent agrees to keep confidential all proprietary, trade secret, and non-public information received from the Principal during the term of this Agreement and thereafter.
This obligation shall not apply to information that is publicly known or lawfully received from third parties.

8. Non-Competition and Non-Solicitation
During the term of this Agreement and for a period of _______________ months following termination, the Agent shall not directly or indirectly engage in the sale or promotion of products or services that compete with those of the Principal within the Territory.
The Agent shall not solicit the Principal’s customers or employees for a similar business during this period.

9. Independent Contractor
The Agent is an independent contractor and shall have no authority to bind the Principal or incur any obligations on behalf of the Principal except as expressly authorized in writing.
Nothing in this Agreement shall be construed to create a partnership, joint venture, or employment relationship.

10. Indemnification
The Agent agrees to indemnify, defend, and hold harmless the Principal, its affiliates, officers, and employees from any and all claims, damages, liabilities, costs, and expenses arising out of the Agent’s negligence, willful misconduct, or breach of this Agreement.

11. Limitation of Liability
In no event shall either party be liable for any indirect, incidental, consequential, special, or punitive damages arising out of or related to this Agreement, even if advised of the possibility of such damages.

12. Governing Law and Jurisdiction
This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the State of _______________, United States of America.
Any disputes arising out of or relating to this Agreement shall be subject to the exclusive jurisdiction of the state and federal courts located in _______________.

13. Entire Agreement

15. Severability
If any provision of this Agreement is found to be invalid, illegal, or unenforceable, the remaining provisions shall remain in full force and effect.

16. Waiver
The failure of either party to enforce any right or provision of this Agreement shall not constitute a waiver of such right or provision unless acknowledged and agreed to in writing.
